Koala

IHpuioxenue

Koalas are mammals that carry their young in a pouch. They look like cute bears but koalas are not bears! Koalas
live in eucalyptus forests along the eastern coastline of Australia. They are fragile animals, grow up to 80 cm tall and
weigh only about 14 kg. Baby koalas are called joeys and hide in their mothers’ pouch for the first six months. Koalas eat
lots of eucalyptus leaves (1 kg per day) and sleep up to 20 hours a day!




Kangaroo

There are about 50 million kangaroos in Australia, which means there are many more kangaroos than people in
Australia! There are 55 different species of kangaroos. Different types of kangaroos live in different parts of Australia.
Some kangaroos live in rainforests, some live in forests and some live in woodlands. You can find kangaroos of different

sizes. Some weigh very little and are tiny (kpomeunsie), others weigh up to 90 kg. A large male kangaroo can be 2 m. in
height. All kangaroos eat only plants, not meat.



Platypus

The Platypus is an egg-lying animal which lives along the river banks in burrows (8 Hopax). The platypus has a
brown furry body and webbed (mepenonuarsriit) feet. With a bill (xiroB) like a duck as well as a tail like a beaver it looks
truly unique. A platypus can grow up to 60 cm in length. The platypus’s weight varies considerably from individual to
individual, ranging between 0.7 and 2.4 kg. Platypuses eat small water animals. The platypus is a very shy animal and
quickly hides underwater if there is danger. If they are attacked and cannot flee (y6exats), however, they inject poison
(sm) through spurs (mmopsr) in their hind legs. The poison is so strong it can kill a dog!



Emu

The Emu is the tallest bird in Australia. It reaches up to 2 m in height and can run really fast, up to 50 kmh. But emus
cannot fly, just like ostriches. Emus have a varied diet: they feed on grasses and leaves, fruits and insects. They can weigh
up to 55 kg. Emus defend themselves with strong powerful kicks. Emus like to steal food from unsuspecting campers and
tourists. So, if emus are around while you are eating, keep a watch on your food. Emus prefer to live in woodlands,
forests, grasslands, very few emus live in dessert areas.
