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Внеклассная работа при обучении иноязычной коммуникации 

 

Одна из важнейших задач при обучении иноязычной коммуникации – преодоление 

психологического барьера и комплекса внутренней зажатости, создание таких условий, 

чтобы ребёнок захотел говорить не для получения хорошей отметки, а просто потому, что 

для него коммуникация стала потребностью. Вот почему уже на протяжении 10 лет в 

гимназия №3 г. Могилева учителя английского языка О. А. Каплан и А. В. Захарова 

ежегодно проводят открытые внеклассные мероприятия на иностранном языке. 

Работая в тандеме, для создания позитивной, эмоциональной и лингвистической 

мотиваций они активно используют приёмы театрализации и драматизации отдельно в 

ходе урока или во внеурочной деятельности. Данный вид работы позволяет соединить 

урочную и внеурочную деятельность в единое целое, сделав их логичным, динамичным и 

последовательным продолжением друг друга. Участие в театрализованных постановках 

способствует формированию у учащихся положительных качеств, общечеловеческих 

ценностных ориентаций, таких как воля, трудолюбие, целеустремленность, коллективизм, 

готовность к общению, культура общения в разных видах взаимодействия в коллективе, 

критичное отношение к себе, уверенность в себе, инициативность. 

Мы используем классические произведения  английской детской литературы, фрагменты 

художественных и мультипликационных фильмов на английском языке. Сценарии 

внеклассных мероприятий мы пишем сами совместно с учащимися. Были проведены в 

гимназии театрализованные представления: «Репка» (III – IV классы), «Вечеринка у Тома 

Сойера» (V классы), «Снежная королева» (VI классы), «Рождество» (VII классы), «Алиса 

в стране чудес» и «Чаепитие у безумного шляпника» (VIII  классы), «Спящая красавица» 

(IX классы), «День святого Валентина» (Х классы).

St. Valentine 

 Some experts state that St. Valentine was a Roman priest and physician. He was put into prison 

by roman authorities for his teaching and was beheaded on February 14 in the third century A.D. 

According to the legend he performed a miracle – he cured the blindness of his jailer’s daughter. 

Before the execution, he wrote her a letter signed “From Your Valentine”, an expression that is 

still in use today.  

Whatever the origin, Valentine's Day is celebrated in many parts of the world today and is a 

holiday for both young and old. This day became the date for exchanging love messages and St. 

Valentine became the patron saint of lovers. The date was marked by sending cards, poems and 

simple gifts such as  toys and flowers.
